Games for all Ages

Bingo

Print out Bingo Cards pertaining to a certain subject.  Ask the girls questions if they have the answer on their Bingo Card they can cover it.  Once covered they yell Bingo!
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Roll Off

Choose the information you would like to teach. I.e. knots, Brownie program, 

drama activities etc.  Make up six cards with a different challenge on each.  

I.e. six different knots to learn or Brownie program such as table setting, braiding, 

applying a Band-Aid etc.  Under each challenge write an exercise – curl ups, run 

on the spot, willow stretches, arm circles, hop on one foot etc.  Put girls into relay 

teams.  One girl from each team runs up to the cards and rolls a dice.  Whatever 

number comes up she must do the activity printed on that card.  While she does 

this the rest of her team must do the exercise until she has completed the activity successfully.  Repeat until all girls have had a turn.

Matching

Make a set of cards on a topic – First Aid, Guiding history.  On once card should be the question and on the other the answer.  Have the girls match the question to the answer.  For younger age groups use pictures.

Grandmother's Quilt

Cut out two squares of fabric from many different colours and patterns of material.  Have the girls in relay formation, run up to the pile and take one square, the next girl must try to match the previous piece taken.  This continues until all of the squares are taken and the girls have formed a small quilt.  The girls who were the quickest and were able to match their squares win.
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Cut up old Christmas cards into various shapes and have the girls try to complete 

their puzzle.  This can be done in relay formation so that the girls have to hunt for 

the pieces of their own puzzle.

Mama Bear, Papa Bear, Baby Bear

Put girls into teams of three and have them arrange themselves in a circle with the individual teams sticking out like spokes in a wheel.  Label one girl in the group Mama Bear, one Baby Bear and so on.  Call out one name, the girls with that name run clockwise around the circle until they are back in their group.  They go under their teammates and try to grab the beanbag in the center.

Variation:  Ask the girls' questions before they run, and have them grab the answer card in the center of the circle.
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
